	Learning Activities

· Introduction of concepts, processes and  vocabulary

· Research landscape drawing and painting using various resources (photographs, books, magazines, prints, art history timelines, online, etc.) with a focus on Colorado and Early American art
· Document three specific landscape artists (biography, style, 
· Practice landscape drawing outdoors and working from visual resources

· Choose one landscape reference from above sources

· Use viewfinder over landscape resource  to frame composition and transfer to watercolor paper

· Practice and explore the use of watercolor and tools  through the watercolor technique exercise

· Plan and paint landscape applying techniques learned through the exercises

· Adhere landscape painting to foamboard
· Cut mounted landscape painting into a minimum of three layers

· Construct landscape relief

· Write an artist statement that addresses theme, innovation, composition, technique and the process of creating the completed relief. 

· Share work though guided class critique, discussion and exhibition
