· Appropriate vocabulary

A writing sample that demonstrates competence in Language Use.
	· Generally correct morphology and syntax including:  Generally correct subject/verb and adjective/noun agreement, tense usage, and case endings.
· Mostly appropriate vocabulary

· Generally smooth and comprehensible

· Somewhat correct word order

Partially Proficient

A writing sample that suggests lack of competence in Language Use.
	· Frequent morphological and syntactical errors. Problems with subject/verb and adjective/noun agreement, tense usage and  case endings.
· Limited vocabulary

· Somewhat comprehensible

· Little attention to word order

Unsatisfactory

A writing sample that demonstrates lack of competence in Language Use.
	· Poor control of morphology and syntax:  Difficulty with subject/verb and adjective/noun agreement, tense usage, and case endings.
· Insufficient vocabulary

· Incomprehensible

· Very little attention to word order
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
