SUBJECT: DAT Meeting

1. A floor plan was presented that incorporated the changes discussed at the last DAT meeting.  It was
related to the group that the library addition would need to change slightly based on a meeting held earlier
in the day with the State building code official.  A 2 hour fire wall will need to be built to separate the new
addition from the existing building.  This will cause the library addition to shift to the West and the hallway
would be the width of the existing overhang.  The new toilet rooms will need to rotate so that they are
completely within the existing overhang.  The kindergarten addition will be completely under the overhang
so it will not require separation from the existing building.  The library addition will need to incorporate a
fire riser room and a possibly a new data room - Lindsay will verify with District IT to see if a new data room
is required.  The required fire separation between the existing and new will create problems for the
enlargement of the gym storage into the new addition.  The gym storage could be a separate room
accessed from the outside of the new addition.  Terry N. offered that the gym storage could be used for the
library but Lindsay stated that the gym storage addition should remain in the project.

2. Three exterior renderings were presented that showed different options for how the outside of the new
additions could look.  It was agreed that the curved corner element in Option Two was the most desirable. 
The library windows in Option One were agreed to be more desirable than those shown in Option Two. 
The kindergarten addition in Option Three was agreed to be the most desirable of all the kindergarten
options shown.  Some concern was expressed that the new library addition could be confused as the main
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entry but the location of the parking lot will help visitors find the main entrance.  It was also suggested that
new signage could be added to the overhand at the front entry to help identify it as the main entrance.

3. Lindsay suggested the items listed in the Xcel energy assessment report be evaluated by the mechanical
and electrical consultants and included in the SD cost estimate as alternates.

4. A meeting will be set up with the District’s sustainability coordinator, Ghita Carroll, to discuss the
project.  SLATERPAULL will list sustainability goals for the project in the Schematic Design report.

5. Charles reported that they had not heard any comments from the neighbors of the school.  Lindsay will
check to make sure the communication letters were sent out to the school neighbors.

6. SLATERPAULL will provide floor plan and exterior rendering boards for the school to display in August.

7. Lindsay will continue to send out e-mails to the DAT group during the Summer to update everyone on
the progress of the project.

8. The staff stated that the existing clocks in the building do not all keep the same time.  Most of the clocks
have been covered by paper since they are not working.  SLATERPAULL will let their electrical consultant
know of this issue.

9. The school has plans to move some of the full height walls in the classroom pods this Summer to make
the rooms more equal size.  Lindsay will talk to Tom and get a new layout so that the Design Team can
know how it will affect the sprinkler layout and any horn/strobes, exiting, and exit lighting.

10. There was some concern that the cubbies planned for the West kindergarten room will be dangerous
due to the swing of the existing double doors.  SLATERPAULL will look at a different location for the cubbies
or changing the double door to a single door.

11. The site impact of the new library addition was discussed.  It was decided that the new sidewalk does
not need to meet up with the existing opening in the low brick wall.  The sidewalk should move to the South
so that it does not affect the playground.

12. The playground meeting that was held last week was discussed.  The items identified at the playground
meeting included: removal of the pea gravel and replacement with engineered wood fiber; addition of
edging and perhaps a site wall for seating at the North field; addition of a terraced area to flatten out the
slope at the Northeast corner of the North pod; removal of damaged or dangerous equipment, including
the dome, big blue slide, and balance beam at the Southeast corner; relocation of the 4-basket hoop out
of the pea gravel area; addition of a new flat asphalt area for basketball - the existing asphalt area would
be used for four square (the stripes would be removed from the walkway path); addition of accessible
pathways to equipment; removal of the low fences at the garden areas at the North and South sides of the
East pod; replacement of the basketball goals at the Southeast court.  Lindsay will check with the City
regarding the following issues with the shared-use areas: drainage in the baseball field, damaged asphalt
path at the baseball field, tennis court fence issues, benches, and trash cans.  The landscape consultant will
put together a written narrative to describe the different items that were discussed during the meeting.  Ted
will make sure that they can adequately describe the issues without a site plan drawing.  The playground
issues will most likely be more than the budget allows so a list of priorities will need to be created once the
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pricing is complete.

13. The next DAT Meeting will be May 19th at 3:30 pm.  FCI will be presenting the Schematic Design cost
estimate at this meeting.
